The rst material evidence of human

presence in Torreparedones corresponds
to the Copper Age. A small farming and
agricultural community settled here around

2000 BC.

The Iberian Oppidum

After 600 BC, Torreparedones became
an oppidum, that is, an elevated fortress
settlement. This was the time of its greatest
expansion and it became one of the most
important sites in the Cordoba campifia
region. Surrounded by a solid wall, with
evenly distributed towers facing the exterior,
this undulating plateau covered a 26 acre
site which at the time was large enough to
be called a town.

The Roman Market

This public market (macellum) was established
during the 1%t century AD and it is one of the
few buildings of its type known in the Iberian
Peninsula. It sold foodstuffs, in particular beef
and sh.
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
